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The Late Centenarian Mr Seenivasagam Veerakathy: Another Examplary Service to the COmmunity and Country.

The late Mr. V. Seenivasagam was born in Alavetti, Jaffna, Sri Lanka on 21st June 1908. After completing his secondary education, he left for Malaya at the tender age of 17 in order to help his family financially as well as in search of greener pastures.

He joined the Civil Service on 1st May 1926 and served in various Government departments in different capacities and retired in 1967 as the Senior Financial Assistant in the Ministry of Agriculture & Co-operatives. In early 1957, he was selected and attended a six month administrative course in Australia under the Colombo Plan.

He got married in 1944 and has 7 loving and well educated children who are imbued with high values and are doing well in life.

He lived to the ripe old age of 102, leading a very meaningful life by serving the community, offering love and care to fellow humans by doing welfare and charity services and religious obligations, until his last breath. 

The late Mr. Seenivasagam was popularly known as ‘Aiyaah’ or ‘Mama’ and became a member of the Jaffnese Co-operative Society on 5th July 1945. He served in the Board of Management for many years, between 1954 to 1972. He was the Hon. Treasurer in 1955 and 1956 and Vice President in 1971. He was also the Brickfields Chairman from 1960 to 1966. 

Through the years, he had a proud record of socio-religious services and among them include:
(i) one of the 36 founding members of the Jaffnese Co-operative Housing Society Ltd. (JCHS) at their inaugural meeting held on 10th November 1954.

(ii) joined the Selangor Ceylon Saivites Association (MCSA) in 1951 and was a Member of the Committee of Management for many years and helped in the collection of funds for the construction of ‘Kalamandapam’ at Brickfields Kuala Lumpur.

(iii) served the Divine Life Society (DLS, Malaysia) as the Secretary (1963) and as the Vice President (1972-1973; 1981-1987)

(iv) was the Secretary of the Malaysian Arulneri Thirukootam (1975-1979; 1982-1987) and as the Vice President (1964; 1990- 1996)

(v) was the editor of the ‘Divine Messenger’ (Publication of DLS)

(vi) was a ‘Trustee’ of the Malaysian Ceylonese Provident Fund.

In recognition for his services and dedication to the various associations, community, religion and Tamil language, he had been bestowed with a number of titles:- 

“Arulneri Puravalar; Sivaneri Chelvar; Guru Seva Ratna; Saiva Puraana Siramani and Thondar Mamani”

From 1959 till to date thousands of devotees are fed during the Thaipusam celebration on the grounds of the Murugan temple at Batu Caves and this noble service is still being continued by his beloved children, family members and friends under the ‘Seenivasagam-Saraswathy Charity Trust’ He attained ‘Sivapatham’ on the 1st of February 2011.
The Late Centenarian Mr Seenivasagam Veerakathy is another classic example of members of the Malaysian Jaffnese Community who had served the Malaysian public service and provided voluntary service to the community that should be remembered and emulated by the present and future generations.
My father, Albert Arasaratnam Nicholas, was born towards the tail end of the Great War. For the uninitiated that is the First World War. Yes that’s right, it was that long ago and that is as far as details as anyone is going to get on his birthdate. You see, he is fiercely sensitive about his age and I for one am not going to divulge any more information on that topic, lest I get a stern telling off from the great man himself.
What I can divulge however is a brief insight into his early decision to join an organisation which he holds in great esteem. I have been reliably informed that my father is now the oldest member of the Jaffnese Cooperative Society (JCS). Now that is a feat in itself. In this day and age, you would be hard pressed to find an 
individual persevering with one organisation, more so 

when he talks with the same zeal about the said entity as when he did when he first joined it. 

So why did he become a member of the JCS? When I posed this question to him, he gave me an incredulous look. This was his response. “Why? It was the natural thing to do. This was OUR society. It was where the crème de la crème of OUR society congregated, most of whom were my good friends. (Pocket friends as he affectionately called them). I knew it would be well managed, because it would be run by OUR people. I had no doubts that this would be a very good investment.” 

Well, his confidence was vindicated as he saw with his own eyes the society growing from strength to strength. He adds that he has no regrets joining the society which he did on his own initiative as soon as it opened its doors and strongly encourages others in our society to follow suit. Guess I have got to get those forms soon.

It’s not always bright and sunny.  It does rain.  Sometimes, it rains heavily. I have a story.  At the age of 10, while in school, we were asked to prepare a project on who we thought we were going to be in 10 years time. All I can remember from that project was that I wanted to be studying at Oxford University. At the age of 12, I visited Oxford and fell in love with it even more.  All I wanted at that point was to get into Oxford University.  I worked hard and played hard.  I also wanted a scholarship.  I knew getting into Oxford and getting a scholarship wouldn’t be in anyway easy.  
I got into athletics and represented my state at Sukan Malaysia 2008 (SUKMA). In 2009, I sat for my SPM and scored 14A+.  I had a dream, a burning desire.  It was the dream of getting into Oxford University with a full scholarship that drove me to achieve all these results.  I was prepared to give it everything and I did.  
Well, guess what? After receiving my SPM results, I got my scholarship! I am now a Securities Commission scholar.  It was so bright and sunny.  I was getting closer and closer to achieving what I have always wanted to achieve.  
I applied to Oxford University.  I got even closer to getting in when I was called for an Interview.  I planned to study PPE (Politics, Philosophy and Economics).  There were about 40 of us, short-listed from all around the world for interview with the Baliol College of Oxford University. I had specifically applied to Baliol College as it was noted to be the best college for the course that I wanted to do – Balliol College was also the college that founded the course – PPE.  Only 12 of us would get in.  
I flew to London for the interview.  The interview was an amazing experience. I spent 4 days and 3 nights in Oxford University. I had two interviews. There were no formalities – nothing! When it was your turn for the interview, all you do is go to the professor’s room, sit by the fireplace and have a discussion! You’re basically talking to people who share the common passion and interests as you! It was simply amazing. For our meals, we sat on long wooden dining tables – very Harry Potter like. Many of you may already know that Harry Potter was filmed in Oxford University!

The results were going to be out two weeks later. I was sitting at the gate at Heathrow Airport, London, about to board the plane to return to KL when I received an e-mail from the Undergraduate Admissions department, Oxford University. There was an attachment with that e-mail. The attachment took forever to download! My heart was beating, I was so nervous and my palms were sweating. I opened the document that was attached and it read – “…. I’m sorry to have to tell you that we were unable to offer you a place at Balliol….”.

Well, this was not how I planned it to be. Not after everything that I had gone through! I was so upset – I cried the whole journey back to Malaysia. It took sometime for me to get over it but I did. It was just a matter of a few weeks later when I received a letter of acceptance from the London School of Economics and Political Science (LSE). 
I’m now writing this at Dubai Airport – my transit before I get back to London for my second year as a student of the LSE, reading Philosophy and Economics. Not getting into Oxford was a big deal two years ago, but now, I’m happy. Do I regret working so hard? Not at all! I wouldn’t trade my 14A+ for anything and most importantly, I landed the scholarship I wanted. I guess, everything does happen for a reason. If you have given it your all and you still don’t get what you want, I believe there’s a reason for it! Something amazing may just happen at LSE! Something amazing may just be around the corner - awaiting you!

I worked hard to get to where I am today. I’m not asking you to sit down with your books all day long. Find a balance – study, play, spend time with friends and family. Have fun! You don’t want to be sitting down when you’re 60 years old telling yourself – “I wish I had done things differently. I wish I had made the most out of the moments I had.” Honestly, life is too short not to love what you do. 
When things really don’t go your way, don’t give up. DON’T! Keep the faith and drop the fear. Never doubt your beliefs or believe your doubts. 
I wish you the very best in whatever you undertake – (, and to learn to dance even in the rain!

(iii)	JCS THAMBY THURAI EDUCATIONAL FUND


This Fund was established pursuant to a Deed of Trust dated 20th July, 1972 and its principal objective is the granting of educational loans to members and children of members. 


For courses at diploma, the loan is RM6,000/- per academic year. For the 1st degree, it is RM7,500 per academic year. For post graduate courses, payment shall not exceed RM12,000 in any one year and the maximum advance shall not exceed RM24,000/-.


The loan for each academic year shall be repaid over a period of three years. The interest payable on the advance shall be on the basis of 6% per annum monthly rests during the duration of the course, immediately on completion or on discontinuance of the said course.


Application for this loan can be made at any time during the year.





 

















B. LOANS


(i)	NAGASUNDRAM NADARAJAH EDUCATION FUND


(For Medical Studies in Malaysia)


This fund was set up on 13th November, 1994 by Dato’ Seri N.T. Rajah, in the name of his beloved mother, for granting loans to members and members’s children to pursue a course in medicine, in any Local Institution of Higher Learning, leading to a degree in MBBS or its equivalent.


The selected applicant will be paid for each academic year RM4,000.00 until the completion of the course. The loan is interest free during the course and is charged 1% per month starting from 6 months after the completion of the course. The loan which is available for the full course is to be repaid in equal amounts over the same number of months that the award was given.

(c)	R.N. THAMBY THURAI M.B.E. MEMORIAL AWARD


Mdm Rani Buaneswari Thurairetnam (now residing in United Kingdom) daughter of the late Mr R.N. Thamby Thurai M.B.E, a pioneer member, a ‘founding father’ and a past President of Jaffnese Cooperative Society, has donated RM10,007.08 to set up an award in memory of her beloved father. Another 100 Sterling Pounds was donated by the great grandson of the late President.


Annually, the student (a member or member’s children) with the best result in the SPM examination will be the recipient of the award known as, “R.N. Thamby Thurai M.B.E. Memorial Award” which came into effect from April 2011.


This year, the second recipient of this award is Ms Suanitta Devi a/p Rajendran from Petaling Jaya District, who secured 10As+ in all the 10 subjects she sat for in the Sijil Pelajaran Malaysia 2011 Examination. The award presentation and photos appear in article of this Pathfinder.





(b)	N. THAMOTHARAM PILLAY AND ANNAMMAH MEMORIAL EDUCATION FUND


The N. Thamotharam Pillay and Annammah Memorial Education Fund was established pursuant to a Deed of Trust dated 10th September 1986 and its principal objective was the granting of educational loans to members and children of members of Koperasi Jaffnese Berhad, to pursue tertiary level or other suitable education. The fund was established with an initial contribution of Ringgit Malaysia One Hundred Thousand (RM100,000) by the benefactor, Mr. N. Thamotharam Pillay.


The ‘Trust Deed’ was amended (Administrators/ Trustees) from a ‘Study Loan’ to a ‘Scholarship Fund’ with effect from March 2011.


This Scholarship may be used for the payment of fees, text books or any educational material for students pursuing a first degree course in any institution recognized by the Government of Malaysia  but will not qualify, if he/she is also applying for the JCS Educational awards (STPM or equivalent), in the same year.


The Scholarship entails a one time payment for the successful student and the closing date is 31.12.2012.

(The Trust amended to provide better benefits)


This fund was established on 7th August, 2000 with a contribution of Ringgit Malaysia One Hundred and Eight Thousand (RM108,000.00) by Mr K. Shanmuganathan AMN, PPT the current Chairman of KJB Petaling Jaya District, in memory of his late father.


The fund now stands around RM130,000.00


The amended Trust Deed was made on 10th July 2008 and the main objective is to grant to eligible candidates whether as a loan (RM20,000.00, to be disbursed over a period of 3 years or where necessary and appropriate, the loan maybe disbursed in one lump sum) or, the Trustees may with the prior consent or at the request of the DONOR (Mr K. Shanmuganathan AMN, PPT) grant to eligible persons any sum not exceeding Ringgit Malaysia Twenty Thousand (RM20,000000) from the Trust Fund, as an outright gift. The interest on the loan shall be at 2% per annum during the duration of the course and 8% per annum immediately on completion or on discontinuance of the course.


Members or children of members of the Society, who have been continuously in membership for a period of three (3) years preceding the application for the loan, are eligible to apply.


Consideration may also be given to donate funds to the community, Tamil language and religious institutions/organizations, where one or more members are involved.
