SUPPORT NEEDED FOR MALAYSIAN CEYLONESE NATIONAL COMMUNITY CENTRE (MCNCC) PROJECT

JCS is glad to inform that FOMSO and MCC have joined hands to undertake to implement an iconic and meaningful socio-cultural project for the community – Malaysian Ceylonese National Community Centre (MCNCC). This project has received the blessings and financial support from the Hon. YAB Prime Minister himself. JCS being part of the greater Malaysian Ceylonese community and as an affiliated organization of FOMSO, supports this initiative.
The project involves the purchase of two lots of land and existing 


buildings at Taman Kanagapuram, Petaling Jaya at a cost of RM4.6 million. An additional cost of RM2 million is needed to refurbish the buildings in order to meet the requirements of the MCNCC’s objectives and function. PATHFINDER Magazines 1937-1938 found

The Chairman of the Board of Management JCS was pleased to receive a bound volume of 12 monthly issues of PATHFINDER duly photocopied covering the period April 1937 to March 1938. According to JCS records the first issue of the Pathfinder was officially released on 13th April 1937 on the auspicious day of Tamil New Year. The publication ceased operations in the late 1939. 
“We are appealing to the general membership to help us to find the remaining issues in order that our JCS Library has a complete record of the Pathfinder magazine since its inception in 1937” said Mr S. Makeswaran.

Perhaps we should look back to our forefathers efforts, and the events that lead to the birth of the Pathfinder on 13th April 1937 and its demise at the close of 1939.

In the early 1930’s the Society appointed various special committees to deal with specific issues and one such special committee was Propaganda Committee.

The Propaganda Committee recommended to the Management Committee the articles for the issue for the realisation of the Society’s aims and objectives. The importance, appreciation and concurrence of the Board to the recommendation of the Propaganda Committee was reflected in the Annual Report of the Society of 1936 reproduced below:-

‘The absence of some medium through which the members and others could be educated to appreciate the possibilities of cooperative efforts, to understand the ultimate benefit that would accrue by the practice to thrift and economy, to broaden their outlook in life from a cooperative point of view and create cooperative consciousness had been engaging the attention of the Society for sometime. The Committee was of taking the necessary steps to publish a magazine.’
The Society was hoping that the members would take advantage of the communication avenues provided through the Pathfinder.
During the year 1937 a total of 21 issues were published. There was no doubt that the magazine had created a new consciousness in the minds of the members of the Society in particular and the Jaffnese Community in general. The popularity and impact of the magazine was evident in the increase in membership in the following year.
The Annual Report further states:-

‘It is not incorrect to say that more members are joining as a result of the propaganda work done by the Pathfinder.’
Mr R. N. Thamby Thurai the then President was the editor since the inception but resigned his office of editorship at the end of 1938. Mr V. Kandiah who was then attached to the Federal Treasury, Kuala Lumpur succeeded him as from January 1939. He continued to be the editor till June 1939 and on his departure on leave to Ceylon, the editorship devolved upon the President Mr R.N. Thamby Thurai. The President found that he was unable to devote the time required to carry out the work of the Pathfinder he therefore requested that another editor should be found to replace him and the matter was included in the agenda of the Annual General Meeting held at the end of the year as follows:-

‘To consider the feasibility or otherwise of continuing the “Pathfinder” Journal.’

The follow up report as reflected in the Annual Report with text as follows indicated the demise of the Original ‘PATHFINDER’.
‘The committee regrets that the journal had to be discontinued because an Honorary Editor who could conveniently find the time for the purpose was not available.’

Obviously, no one was willing to take up that onerous task which Mr R.N. Thamby Thurai and Mr V. Kandiah took it upon themselves and carried on for 2 years. 

Perhaps the present members should heed to the plea and the call, made by the then Committee of Management as a ‘last will and testament’ in their 1940 Annual Report which reported with a sad note.

HISTORICAL : GAZETTED CEYLONESE TAMIL LANGUAGE INTERVIEWERS
Following the Federation of Malaya Agreement in 1948 (after the Japanese Occupation of Malaya) the following Malaysian Ceylonese Tamils were gazetted by the Colonial Government to be appointed in the Language Board to facilitate local Ceylonese Tamils of Selangor to acquire Malaysian (Malaya then) citizenship:
Dr E.S.R Alred; Mr T. Sivapragasam, M.B.E; Mr S. Sinnadurai, M.B.E (all for Kuala Lumpur); Mr G. S. Arumugam; Dr M.A. Gabriel Jaymah, J.P. (all from Klang); Mr M. Selvaduray (Kuala Kubu Baru); Mr P. Somasundram; Mr P.T. Samanther (all from Ulu Langat).
Since many locals were illiterate then in Malay and English, the interviews for citizenship were also conducted in their mother tongues, including Ceylonese Tamil, by a panel before citizenship were given to them. Similar appointment were also made for other states in Peninsular Malaysia prior to independence in 1957.

Another distinguished Malaysian Jaffnese with leadership qualities who served public office, passed away on 7 August 2012. Mr. Patkunam was an elected local Councillor of Penang City Council from the Sungai Pinang Ward, during the time local council election was in practice in Malaysia.

He was elected as a Councillor between 1959 and 1963 under the Labour Party. Subsequently in 1960 he was appointed as the Deputy Mayor of the Penang City Council. He was a school teacher prior to being elected as a Councillor, MTUC Central Council member and later took up law.
He has also held the post of Acting Mayor of Penang Town council during the absence of the Mayor.
The wife of the Late Mayor Mr Patkunam, Mrs Kunanayaghy Selvadurai said, “The election of Mr Patkunam as the Deputy Mayor follows the distinguished service of another Malaysian Jaffnese 
Mr D.S. Ramanathan who was also an elected Councillor and the Mayor of Penang City Council then, with both contributing to the development of Penang.”

A member who has recruited the most number of members  between the ages 18 and 30 years will receive RM100 + 0.70 cts. for each member recruited. The 1st and 2nd runner up will receive an incentive of RM75 + 0.75 cts for each member recruited.





Incentive Award for Highest Recruitment by District (Less than 200 members)


A member who recruits the highest number of members in any such district will receive RM20.00 plus RM1.00 (for every member recruited).





Incentive Award for Recruitment of Minors
